The Louis Tewanima Foundation is a non-profit grass roots organization who for the past 37
years has sponsored the annual Louis Tewanima Memorial Footrace held each year on the
Hopi reservation in honor of Louis Tewanima, the first and only Hopi Olympian to represent
the United States in the 1908 and 1912 Olympic Games. He set an Olympic record for the
10,000 meter race in 1912, winning a Silver medal and setting a record that stood, until
broken by Billy Mills in 1964. We commemorate his desire to promote the physical, health
and well-being of Native American youth.
